Group Lessons

As you might have seen in the calendar, there are scheduled dates for Group Lessons.  These group lessons REPLACE individual lessons for that week, so they are mandatory.  This format gives more performance opportunities for each student which will build confidence preparing for upcoming competitions, recitals, etc.  There will be one group lesson per month (usually the week of a competition or recital).  Each student will have the opportunity to perform for the other students and receive compliments and constructive criticism from the members of the studio and myself.  I believe this atmosphere will be beneficial for the students (both as the performer receiving comments and as the commentator).  Each student will fill out a comment sheet for other students in the studio and give their comments out loud in the class.  At the conclusion of the class, each student will have received comment sheets from all members of the studio which should then be filed in their lesson binder.

I think these group lessons will increase the motivation for students to practice and prepare for these mini-performances, and will bring the overall level of the studio up tremendously!  

Thank you for your support.  Parents are welcome to stay for the group lessons.

Practice duration should match lesson duration (minimum).

Musicians who believe music is important to them will MAKE time for practice…FINDING time is sporadic at best.  Some days are more predictable than others…when possible, practice at a SCHEDULED time.  If practice time isn’t scheduled it is easy for a whole day to go by without picking up your flute.  Treat practice time like a class or an appointment.  

Slow practice makes us better…when we are good at something it is fun!
